Quinquagesima

If, therefore, we be children of Abraham,
we  must,  as  the  Church  tells  us,  during
Septuagesima,  look  upon  ourselves  as
exiles on the earth, and dwell, by hope and
desire, in that true country of ours, from
which we are now banished, but towards
which we are each day drawing nigher, if,
like  Abraham,  we  are  faithful  in  those
various  stations  allotted  us  by  our  Lord.
We are commanded to  use this world as
though we used it not  [I. Cor. vii. 31]; to
have  an  abiding  conviction  of  our  not
having here a lasting City  [Heb. xiii. 14],
and  of  the  misery  and  danger  we  incur,
when we forget that Death is one day to
separate us from everything we possess in
this life. 

Lenten Fast

Lent begins on February 14 and is a time
of  fast  according  to  the  laws  of  the
Church. Except for Sundays, all the days
of Lent are days of fast and abstinence. If
you  have  any  questions,  please  contact
Father Trough.

Fasting

Everyone between the ages of 21 and 59
inclusive is  bound to observe the law of
fast. On days of fast, only one full meal is
allowed and it should not be taken before
noon. Two other meatless meals sufficient
to  maintain  strength  may  be  taken,  but
together  they  should  not  equal  a  normal
main  meal.  Meat  may  be  taken  at  the
principal meal on a day of fast, except on
days  of  complete  abstinence.  Eating
between  meals  is  not  permitted,  but

liquids, including milk and fruit juices are
allowed.

When health or ability to work would be
seriously affected, the law does not oblige.
Mothers who are pregnant or nursing are
always exempt. In doubt concerning your
obligation to fast and abstain, consult the
parish priest or confessor.

Abstinence

Everyone  7  years  of  age  and  older  is
bound to  observe  the  law of  abstinence.
Complete  abstinence  from meat  must  be
observed on Fridays, Ash Wednesday, and
Holy  Saturday.  On  days  of  partial
abstinence,  e.g.  Ember  Wednesday  and
Saturday,  meat  and  soup  or  gravy  made
from meat may be taken only once a day
at the principal meal.

Stations of the Cross

During Lent the Stations of the Cross will
be said prior to Mass in lieu of the Rosary.
Due to the length,  Stations will  begin at
9:20 so arrive early if you are able. Father
will  be  hearing  confessions  during
Stations.

 Welcome! Out of respect for the True Presence of 
Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, and for the
